GOALS:
Student will install artwork that represents a high level of professionalism for a group exhibition and produce a CD documenting their body of artwork.
CRITERIA FOR THE COURSE:

1. Preparation of artwork for display - wall mounted work provided with proper hanging devices, ready to hang. 3D artwork provided with pedestal or proper display devices, ready to install.

2. Signage - Correctly formatted labels of each piece must be provided and each artwork must be properly identified with your name, title of piece and medium.

3. Work delivered on time, installed and removed at the end of the exhibition.
4. Quality of the digital images of your artwork, image index, resume, and artist statement submitted to your area faculty member and Art Office on or before the last day of class. 

5. Quality of the artwork displayed - reviewed by your area faculty member. 

GRADING:

This course is Pass/Fail. Failure to properly accomplish any of the criteria identified in this syllabus will constitute a failing grade. Your area faculty member must approve the work to be shown.

CRITERIA DETAILS:

Student needs to meet with a faculty member that is familiar with your work throughout the semester to discuss all the requirements and artwork to present for the exhibition. 

CD/DVD PORTFOLIO























Two CDs or DVDs containing images, videos and or audio of your artwork, image index, resume and artist statement must be submitted. One disk should be submitted to your faculty member and the other to the Art Office no later than the last day of class. Disks should have your name and year printed on it. 

IMAGES

1. Images must accurately represent the size, shape and color of the artwork.

2. Images must be saved as Jpegs. (.jpg)
3. Images must be saved at 72 ppi resolution.
4. Images must be no larger than 1024 pixels in any direction or larger than 1meg file size or smaller than 800k.

5. Organize work in reverse chronology (most recent to the least recent) by naming each image file with the artist’s name and image number.   [e.g. Janine Antoni 01, Janine Antoni 02]

6. Images should be representative of your best work. Large 2D and 3D works should include a detail view. A maximum of 3 images per artwork. Portfolio should include artwork other than what is to be displayed in the exhibition. A maximum of 20 images and a minimum of 10 images per portfolio are required.
VIDEO

1. Format for Standard Definition 720 x 480, NTSC.

2. Export as best-quality QuickTime (QT) files with either .mov or .dv file extensions.

AUDIO 

1. Format as MP3 or AIFF files.
ARTWORK INDEX

A Word or PDF document indexing your artwork should be included on your CDs 
Numerically list each work with your name, title, date, dimension [H x W (xD)] and medium.
Here are some examples:

RESUME AND ARTIST STATEMENT 

A Word or PDF document of your resume and artist statement must be included on your CDs.

All files should be located in one file titled with your name, year and semester of graduation.

SPACE PREPARATION
